2. Show the sample. What do you think it is?

Point out the picture of the triceratops on the wall.
3.  Children color the full paper plate with the eye holes. 
4.  Color the three horns on the half sheet 
 then cut them out.   
5.  Cut points on the head horns
    then color the back of each horn.  
6.  The helper tapes the head horns and nose horn 
 in place. The nose slot may have to be made a 
 little longer to allow the horn to fit.
7. The helper puts a small dot of glue on the popsicle   

    stick then tapes it to the bottom of the mask so 
    the child can hold it up to his/her face.
