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Book Treasure Box

This is your child's "Book Treasure Box." It is a place to keep every book 

we make in school that comes home. Please find a place to keep it so your child can easily find it and use it. Beginning in October, your child should 

read one book to you every day then write the title on the "Book Treasure Box Reading Log" found on the back of the "Buddy Book Reading Log.” 

Your child should rate his/her reading:

In our Kindergarten Curriculum there are 25 words:

Beginning readers recognize very few words instantly. Through repeated exposure to the same words, instant recognition grows.  Only 100 words make up 50% of the words read, even by adults, so it is important that young readers learn to quickly recognize the words that occur frequently in print.  If your child is eager to learn more words, Fry’s Instant 100 Words are printed on the back, but it is not required for your child to learn them.

Reading these little books over and over will help your child learn the 

25 high-frequency words and gives him/her a chance to practice using 
the strategies we use at school to figure out unfamiliar words. 
In the beginning of the year, children should look at the pictures for clues, get his/her mouth ready to say the first sound, and the last sound, and 
look for little words in big words. Cover the picture and sound out the words.
Have your child practice "tracking" the print with his/her finger by pointing to each word and matching one spoken word with one written word. 

Most of the books that are sent home have been introduced and practiced at school.  Fluency is the key to successful reading. The more your child reads, the more confident he or she will become in school!
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
