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A parent helped her child make these reindeer puppets with reindeer food 

inside for every child in our class.

The paper bag is smaller than a regular lunch bag, about 3 ½ inches wide and 

6 ¾  inches tall.

The eyes and mouth were drawn on but wiggly eyes could also be used. The nose 

is a small red pompon. The antlers are made from a bent brown pipe cleaner taped to the back.

The snack sized baggie holds some oatmeal and a little multicolored glitter.


They slid the baggie of oatmeal inside 

the paper bag and placed a piece of tape 

to one side of the opening to make it smaller but not closed. The baggie of oatmeal was not too hard to remove.

The parent wrote on the bag:

Dear Friends,

   Here’s some reindeer food to sprinkle outside on Christmas Eve. The sparkle in the food will help guide Santa’s reindeer to your house!
